The Meeting was called to order at 7:05PM PDT at Uplands Elementary School Library 2960 Wembley Park Road, Lake Oswego by KarenAlice Jones, President. She requested that the attendees introduce themselves, and then after introductions were completed, she directed the attendees to review the agenda. Copies of the minutes of the September 24, 2008 General Membership Meeting were then distributed.
I. Approval of the Minutes:

III. Neighborhood Plan:
Ms. Jones directed the discussion to Neighborhood Plan and asked that Bruce Brown make a presentation
Will Denecke joined the meeting at 7:29PM PDT
Mr. Brown began by directing the members attention to the Neighborhood Questionnaire, copies of which were provided to each attendee. Mr. Brown discussed the process that he used to develop the questionnaire. He mentioned that the survey was broken into themes, and that he tried to cover all of the most significant issues that UNA faced. Much of the questionnaire was based on similar questionnaires used by the neighborhood associations in the City of Portland.

Mr. Brown then discussed how the questionnaire could be obtained, and where the completed forms could be dropped. The questionnaire can be obtained from the Neighborhood Association website for those with a computer and internet connectivity. The address is www.springbrookpark.org with a link to Uplands Neighborhood Association. For those without either a computer or internet connectivity, the forms can be picked up at the Brown’s house. There will be a waterproof box with forms available there. Forms can be dropped off at the Brown’s, or mailed to them. The Brown’s address is 2323 Wembley Park Rd. Forms will also be available at Uplands Elementary School, and at Hope Community Church.

Ms. Jones then turned the discussion to the Treasurer’s report and called upon Carey Blem, Treasurer.
IV. Treasurer’s Report:
Ms. Blem stated that the balance in the checking account (located at Washington Mutual) is $392.97. She stated that there had been no transactions (withdrawals or deposits) since the May 24, 2008 General Membership Meeting.
Ms. Jones turned the discussion to the Standing Committees and asked if the Standing Committee Chairs had reports.
V. Committee Reports:
A. Friends of Springbrook Park (FSP): Audrey Mattison stated that FSP was going to be publishing Ed Chinn’s book on Springbrook Park. She also mentioned that ivy pulls were on-going and invited everyone to attend.
B. Ms. Jones briefly discussed an overview of the Standing committees and the other committees of UNA.

C. Helen Lyons noted that she would be working on the Summer Picnic and requested that if anyone was interested in helping her on this activity to please contact her.

VI. Old Business: 
Will Denecke requested information on the status of the pathway along Twin Fir Rd between Wembley Park Rd and the private lane adjacent to Springbrook Creek. After some discussion, and some advice provided by Jeff Gudman, it was agreed that after the upcoming City elections, probably late November 2008, the Board would send a letter to each of the council members, the Mayor, and the City Engineer stressing the importance of getting the pathway completed, and the urgency of including the pathway improvements in the upcoming 2 year budget cycle 2009-2010 Capital Improvement Program. The Board should also determine if going in-person to meet with the appropriate individuals. Will Denecke volunteered to work on this project.
Audrey Mattison discussed Stormwater Management Issues. Bruce Brown recommended that Ms. Mattison work with the Sustainability Advisory Board, SAB, a new Board in the City, on which Mr. Brown is member.

Jeff Gudman briefly discussed his candidacy for the City Council.
