UNA General Membership Meeting Minutes

May 28, 2008

The Meeting was called to order at 7:05PM PDT at Uplands Elementary School Library 2960 Wembley Park Road, Lake Oswego by KarenAlice Jones, Chair
I. Minutes:

The Minutes of the November 2007 General Membership meeting were discussed. No minutes were prepared for that meeting by Doug Shoaf, the prior secretary.

II. Officer Reports

a. Treasurer:  Carey Blem was absent from the meeting. No report was given. 

b. Secretary: Thomas Bland reported that the previous Board meeting minutes (April 23, March 10, and February 11 )had been filed with Laura Weigel at the City and that these Board Minutes had also been posted on the UNA website. 

c. Vice Chair: Brian Schmidt reported no news at this time. 

d. Chairman: KarenAlice Jones discussed various volunteer opportunities that were available. She discussed the need for additional committee members. She also mentioned that she had met with City staff and that the meeting would be covered in greater detail in Committee Reports. She also noted that Paul Lyons was not going to be continuing on the Board, and that his duties would have to be taken over by others.
III. Presentation on Volunteer Opportunities:

Maddie Ovenell and Judy Rossner made a presentation on volunteer opportunities in the City, focusing on opportunities at the Farmers Market in Millennium Plaza (on Saturdays), and on other events in the City.
IV. Committee Reports:
a. Neighborhood Plan:  

Bruce Brown reported that on March 11, 2008 that the Committee had taken several City of Lake Oswego personnel on a tour of the Uplands Neighborhood. The attendees were Laura Weigel, Sarah Selden, from the City, and Bruce Brown, Dave Park and Audrey Mattison from UNA:

1. The tour began at Bridge Court, and covered Dolph Road, Uplands Road, Wembley Park Road, Sundeleaf Drive, Sherbrook, Rainbow Terrace, and Twin Fir entrances to the Neighborhood. It covered issues ranging from the dangers of entering onto Boones Ferry Rd, and Country Club Road, to drainage issues, road surfacing problems with Wembley Park Rd, and lot partitions. It was agreed by all that the attendees got a good feel for the UNA neighborhood. 

2. The discussion then moved to what it would take to get a Neighborhood plan (the Plan) prepared, and then getting the plan approved by the City. It appears that the next step that UNA should take is the formulation of a neighborhood questionnaire, and that this should be the top priority of the Committee. Bruce Brown mentioned that he had gotten sample surveys from other neighborhoods and that the Committee would be meeting in June to work on the Survey.
3. The advantage of having a Plan for the neighborhood is that it sets goals and guidelines on development, traffic safety, and other issues. The neighborhood would be able to ensure that future development etc would be in conformity with the Plan.
b. Surface Water Management:

Audrey Mattison reported that she had been in contact with Joel Komarek at the City about the many issues in the Uplands Neighborhood. Our Board followed up with a letter to Mr. Komarek identifying a number of issues and requested a written response. The City sent two teams to investigate existing conditions; one team included Alex McIntyre (New City Manager). Both teams agreed with UNA’s findings and recommended that remedial work receive high ranking. Although UNA’s projects are high ranking, it is not anticipated that funding will be available prior to July 2009. The Board (KarenAlice Jones) will respond, discussing ranking criteria and earlier funding opportunities. Audrey requested that residents call her with their concerns regarding surface water concerns.
c. Traffic

Bob Ervin was not able to attend the meeting, but he provided a written report (attached to these minutes). KarenAlice Jones went over the report, and stressed several items: the need for signage changes on Twin Fir, the creation of a legal refuge lane on Boones Ferry at Twin Fir, and the fact that although it is not scheduled, it is likely that in the not too distant future a signal will be installed on Boones Ferry at Twin Fir.

d. Land Use and Trees:

Brian Schmidt reported on the status of the partition of two lots on Fir Ridge. Approval has been obtained from the City on this partition by the owners of the two adjacent lots. Residents on both Fir Ridge and Rainbow Terrace have expressed concern regarding the partition. Brian noted that any tree cutting permit application or partition application will be reviewed by the Committee. 
e. Disaster Planning:

Marla Brown reported that she intended to have an informational table at the Neighborhood Picnic this summer that would be staffed by the LO Fire Department to provide educational materials to the neighborhood on Disaster Planning.

f. Iron Mountain Trailhead

Joan Johnson reported that she was working with the Hope Community Church Youth Group (Keith Dickerson, Pastor) to take on the beautification of the Iron Mountain Trailhead entrance. 

g. Friends of Springbrook Park
Carey Blem was not present at the meeting, and Audrey Mattison gave the report in Carey’s absence. She mentioned that the Friends group had been doing a number of things in the Park and encouraged everyone to join the organization. She pointed out that if the author will permit, Friends will be selling copies of the book on the natural history of Springbrook Park as a fundraiser.

h. Newsletter

KarenAlice Jones noted that Paul Lyons will no longer be doing the Newsletter, and that she needed a volunteer to take up the preparation of this important communications document.
V. Old Business
a. Brian Schmidt has agreed to work on the revision of the UNA Bylaws. A list of changes will be brought to the Fall General Membership meeting for review and discussion and a possible vote. KarenAlice Jones noted that the Bylaws are posted on the UNA website. She requested that people with suggested changes should contact either Brian or herself.
VI. New Business: 
The need for a Hospitality Committee was brought up, and it was agreed that this would be a topic at the June UNA Board meeting

VII. Announcements:

a. It was requested that extra newsletters be distributed to renters in the neighborhood, who are not on the mailing list and do not normally get the newsletter (the newsletter is sent to the owner of the property, not the resident).
VIII. Adjournment:

a. Meeting was adjourned at 8:27 PM PDT
